MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF NORTH CENTRAL PRESBYTERY
October 14-15, 2011
AFTERNOON SESSION, October 14, 2011, 1:30 p.m.

The opening worship was led by the retiring moderator, Elder Terry Gordon with Pam Eifler at the piano.  The congregation sang “Amazing Grace.” Elder Gordon spoke on “What Ministers are Supposed to be Doing” taken from the Confession of Faith. The jobs descriptions of a minister are: a pastor based on Eph. 4:11, a minister based on Eph. 3:6-8, an elder or presbyter in I Tim. 5:17, an evangelist based on 2 Tim. 5:4, a prophet as in Matt. 1:22, a priest raised up I Samuel 2:3, a preacher described in Romans 10:13, a teacher who explains the lessons from  Heb. 5:12-8.  A minister is supposed to lead the people in public worship, pray for and be with them when needed, read the scriptures and proclaim the word of God, administer the sacraments, bless the people from God, teach the scripture, visit the people, counsel with people before marriage, share in the personal witness of the Church, counsel with people, lead and govern the church in all its ministries with the council.  The same responsibilities fall on all the church members.  We have to live what we preach.  He closed with prayer.     

Rev. Jesse Thornton gave the necessary announcements.  Melissa Goodloe announced names were needed for the Memorial Service.

The moderator called the meeting to order.  After a sign-in roll call, the clerk declared a quorum present.

Rev. Jesse Thornton gave the Constituting Prayer.

Elder Terry Gordon was elected moderator by acclamation.   Elder Jack Enlow was elected Vice-Moderator by acclamation.

The program was adopted as edited.  

Visitors:    Bro. Ron Fell, supply for Union North; Rev. Dr. George Estes, DelCristo Presbytery, leader of Missions Team; Kenny and Heather Haggard, part of Kontakmission.   Rev. George Estes was seated as an advisory member by motion vote.  Rev. Diane Dill-Richards, Sierra Blanca Presbytery, of PCUSA was seated as an advisory member.

The moderator called recess.

The moderator called recess out and appointed members to the select Committee on Overtures, Resolutions and Excuses:  Chr. Rev. Eduardo Montoya, Rev. Dr. Carroll Richards, elders Ron Huffman, Andy Pottorff and Mary Gard.


Communications:  The General Assembly reports were accepted, marked “A” and placed on file.  A communication from General Assembly 2011, marked “Exhibit 1”, concerning the Constitutional amendment on Property was read and voted unanimously in the affirmative.  A letter from Kenny and Heather Haggard concerning Presbyterial approval for their mission Kontaktmission was read.  After permission to speak was granted, they introduced themselves.  They want to minister in Albania.  Item referred to Board of Pastoral and Congregational Care Excuses were referred to the select Committee on Overtures, Resolutions and Excuses.  


Hearing of Denominational Representative:  Rev. Dr. George Estes, del Christo Presbytery, Leader of Missions Team brought greetings from Ministry Council and Ministry Mission Team.  The ministry Council has taken a beehive as a logo to represent its divisions.  They are working with the Cumberland Presbyterian Church in America to achieve merger goals.  OUO is running $10,000 ahead of last year.  The annual minister’s conference was just held.  The Discipleship Ministry Team has two positions open.  The Mission Ministry team is serving as a clearing house for mission trips.  He has a handout of the summary of the 2nd Mile Project

The report of the Board of Heritage and Witness was read, concurred in, marked “G” and placed on file.

The Board of Christian Education report was read, concurred in, its recommendations adopted, marked “H” and placed on file.

The moderator called recess.

The moderator called recess out.  He thanked Rev. Albert Smith for his many years of service and asked Albert to speak.  

The Board of Ministry report was read and recommendations were considered seriatim by motion vote.  Jack Weiland was examined by Presbytery.  Recommendation 1 was adopted.  Recommendation 2 was adopted.  Recommendation 3 was read and adopted.  Robert T. (Toby) Davis was examined by Presbytery.  Elder Roy Shanks asked the constitutional questions which were answered in the affirmative and offered prayer.  Robert T. Davis was entered on the rolls as a licentiate. Recommendation 4 was read and adopted.  Gail Allen was examined by Presbytery.  Elder Roy Shanks asked the Constitutional questions which were answered in the affirmative and offered prayer.  Gail Allen was entered on the rolls as a licentiate.  Recommendation 5 was adopted.   The report was adopted as a whole, marked “I” and placed on file.

The moderator called recess for committee work and the evening meal.  Rev. Ralph Blevins prayed.

Gail and Karen Allen, Jack and Jill Weiland and Toby Davis were extended the hand of fellowship by the Presbytery.
EVENING SESSION, OCTOBER 14, 2011

The moderator called recess out.  

The Consecration Service was conducted by the CPWM.  Pam Eifler played “Open My Eyes That I May See” as the Prelude.  Pat White gave the announcements and introduced the speaker for the evening, Rev. Dr. George Estes.  Jill Wieland led the Call to Worship, Prayer of Invocation and the Lord's Prayer.  Jan McReynolds gave the Call to Confession and Assurance of Pardon.  The offering of $671.00 to go to “Faith in 3D Missions Education” was taken by Nancy Gordon, Marilyn Tisdale and Sheila McReynolds after which Susan Smith prayed the Offertory Prayer.  Pat White read Psalms 25:4-5 and prayed the Prayers of the People.  CP5 consisting of Cathy Tremper, Nancy Heim, Randy Hooper, Larry Eifler and Jesse Thornton accompanied by Pam Eifler sang “Heaven's Jubilee”.  Rev. Dr. George Estes spoke on “Show Me Your Ways, O Lord” after prayer.  How many times a day do we ask God to show us where He wants us to go?  We have all asked God to show us the way, especially when we need help.  But do we truly listen and follow Him or try to “help” by inserting our own desires.   All we need to do is follow Jesus Christ to be with the Father.    Rev. Jesse Thornton administered the Sacrament of the Lord's Supper assisted by Cheryl Allison, John Baird, Tom McReynolds and Nancy Heim.  After the Congregation hymn, “Send the Light”, Rev. Thornton gave the Benediction.

Recess was called to 8:30 a.m. Saturday morning.

The Moderator called recess out.

The congregation sang “ The Family of God” after which Rev. Goodloe  read from Heb. 11 and 12.  The Pastor deceased the past year:  Rev. Robert Springer.  After reading his name, Rev. McDuffee prayed thanking God for his service.  Rev. McDuffee prayed thanking God for the leadership of Elders Vernon Nixon, Fullerton, Russell Davidsmeier, Shiloh, and  Kenneth Cox, Shiloh.   CPWM -Virginia Griffin;  Rev. McDuffee  prayed thanking God for her 91 years of service.  There was a time of silence in which people were named that had no titles.  Rev. McDuffee  prayed in celebration of  them and their works for God.  The service closed with the congregation singing “When We All Get to Heaven”.

The report of the Select Committee on Overtures, Resolutions and Excuses was read, its recommendation adopted, marked “M” and placed on file.

Other Business:  Rev. Thornton addressed the “Step Out Plan for Evangelism”.  Presbytery needs to plant 3 or 4 churches over the next 10 years.  A motion was made to name a New Development Task Force; motion passed.   The moderator appointed Rev. Jesse Thornton, Chr. Adam McReynolds, Jack Weiland, Toby Davis, Julio Roman and Jan McReynolds.  They are to report back to spring Presbytery.

On Presbytery Hosting General Assembly,  a motion was made to form an Exploratory Committee  to see if   Presbytery has the needed resources to host General Assembly; motion passed.   The committee appointed consisting of Chr. Rev. Melissa Goodloe ,Victory Moore, and  Rev. J. C. McDuffee is to report back at spring Presbytery.

The Minutes were approved as read.

After final voice roll call, the moderator declared a quorum present.


The meeting adjourned to meet April 13-14, 2012 at 1:30 local time with the Mt. Gilead congregation.

The GA approved a new Handbook for Committees on Ministry; voted to begin a process that hopefully will lead to reunion with the Cumberland Presbyterian Church in America; and set the 2015 meeting to be held in Cali, Colombia SA.

Thank you for the privilege of representing you at the 181st.General Assembly of the Cumberland Presbyterian Church. As always, there were plenty of fellowship and worship opportunities.  I served on the Committee on the Children's Home and Historical Foundation.

A memorial was passed, which provided for a Task Force to evaluate the new structure.  The  funding for the Task Force will come from the Office of the General Assembly.

Steps were taken to move towards reuniting the Cumberland Presbyterian Church and the Cumberland Presbyterian Church in America.  Presbyteries were directed to look for ways to worship together, do some combined programming, and/or share pastors.

Chairman J. C. McDuffie led us in prayer to open the meeting.  Present were: David Parman, Kim Wheeler, Nelda Kline, J. C. McDuffie and Carroll Richards.  Amy Richardson was excused.

We have received a communication from the home presbytery of Rev. Diane Dill-Richards (Sierra-Blanca PCUSA) granting her permission to serve in the North Central Presbytery.  NCP has previously approved the Stated Supply relationship between her and Fullerton CPC.  According to our Constitution, section 7.04, she is permitted to “fulfill all duties and functions pertaining to the spiritual care of a church, including moderating the session.”

Because the CPC and the PCUSA do not have a reciprocal agreement, Rev Dill-Richards may not be received as a provisional member of NCP, but she may be seated as an advisory member in accordance with our Constitution section 3.07 (Other ministers [who are not members of the body], who are present in a meeting of presbytery or synod may or may not be seated by the action of the body as advisory members, which if granted gives them the privilege to speak to any matter before the body.”)
This means that Rev. Dill-Richards would have a voice but no vote in matters that come before Presbytery.

RECOMMENDATION: We recommend that Rev. Diane Dill-Richards be seated/enrolled as an Advisory Member of North Central Presbytery so long as she is approved as the Stated Supply of the Fullerton Cumberland Presbyterian Church.

We then opened the session books which were provided and proceeded to review them, namely:  Casey, Christ, Cumberland Chapel, Elm River, Fairfield, Faith and Georgetown.

The Board of Finance and Trustees met on August 27, 2011 at the Willow Creek CP Church
 
Present were Stephen Hughes, Don Findley, Dean McReynolds, Glenadean Garrison, Mike Zoll, Debbie Shanks, and Ruth Louder.  Jack Thomas was absent due to work.
 
Stephen Hughes opened the meeting with prayer.
 
The congregation of the Albion CP Church has stopped meeting together and their building has been abandoned.  The last Session Clerk is deceased and no one seems to know the whereabouts of the church’s records.  The Board will research the situation and try to provide further information at the October meeting of Presbytery.
 
The Presbytery’s income and expenses were discussed.  The Presbytery’s income is down and Investment Loan Program funds are being used to pay budgeted expenses.  Since we are also paying 35% of the pastors’ health insurance premiums, assistance to churches/pastors, and the mission gift that was approved in 2009 out of this fund, we are rapidly depleting the resources in the ILP account.  The Board encourages all churches to pay their full apportionments – either annually or in quarterly/monthly installments.
 
Some expenses are being submitted 6 months or more after they were incurred, which makes it difficult for boards to know their actual expenditures and plan their budgets, especially when expenses from one year are not submitted until the following year.  

RECOMMENDATION 1 – That to qualify for reimbursement vouchers/receipts for all reimbursable expenses must be submitted to the Treasurer of the Presbytery within 90 days of when the expenses were incurred.  

Some checks are not clearing the bank for 4-5 months after distribution.  The Board asks everyone to please cash or deposit their reimbursement checks as promptly as possible.

A reminder to all churches:  It is important that you submit accurate, annual reports to the Stated Clerk of the Presbytery by the filing deadline, as the apportionments are calculated using the income and membership information contained in the annual reports.  If a church does not file an annual report, their share of the budget is calculated using the information from the last available annual report.

The Board of Finance thanks Don Findley for his dedicated service to the Board over the last nine years.

Don Findley closed the meeting with prayer.

APPENDIX F 		Report 2 of  Board of Finance and Trustees	

To North Central Presbytery is session with the Chandler Cumberland Presbyterian Church, Chandler IN on October 14 and 15, 2011, the Board of Finance and Trustees submits the following Report #2:

	In August of this year, the Board was made aware of the closing of the Albion Cumberland Presbyterian Church, rural Norris City IL.  
	Contact was made with the widow of the last session clerk and also with the former pastor of the congregation, in order to discover the circumstances that led to the closing of the church and the reason why Presbytery was not contacted before the church was closed and the property was transferred.

	The pastor of the congregation, who is a minister of another denomination, said that the clerk of the session, Edward Griffith, passed away in March of 2010.  This left only two active members of the church - Mrs. Healy, who was homebound, and Mrs. Griffith, who had recently been diagnosed with Alzheimer’s. The pastor went door-to-door, canvassing local residents, to see if he could find anyone who might be interested in attending the church; however, everyone he spoke to either had a church home or did not want a church home, so the congregation officially closed its doors in the spring of 2010.

	Neither the pastor nor the members knew the identity of the presbytery-appointed moderator for Albion CP, nor did they know who in the Presbytery they should contact for assistance.  On February 8, 2011, the pastor and the two remaining members met together to discuss the disposal of the church property.  In 1912 (after the failed reunion with the Presbyterian Church), a reverter clause was added to the original 1878 deed, stipulating that the church property would revert to the grantor or his legal heirs if it ever ceased to be a Cumberland Presbyterian Church.  The Healy family owns the property adjacent to the church and they are descendants of the original grantor, so the church used this clause as a basis for transferring the property to Doug and Melissa Healy.  The new deed was recorded at the Hamilton County courthouse on August 15, 2011.

	A member of this board has obtained copies of the property deeds from the Hamilton County courthouse, met with the new owners of the property, and spoken to the former pastor of the congregation.  The records of Albion CP Church are being collected and will be given to a member of this board so they can be taken to the Cumberland Presbyterian Historical Archives in Cordova TN.

	Since the closing of the Albion CP Church and the transfer of its property were finalized before the Presbytery became involved, and pursuing a lawsuit to dispute these actions would serve no purpose, the intent of this report is to inform the Presbytery of the closing of the Albion CP Church and the disposition of its property, and to make this information a part of the Presbytery’s permanent historical records. 

	The Board believes this situation underscores the importance of Presbytery-appointed moderators establishing relationships with, and meeting regularly with, the leaders of the congregations that are placed in their care.  The pastor of the Albion CP Church said they would have welcomed the assistance and advice of the Presbytery, especially in regards to the disposal of the property, but they didn’t know who to call.

Exhibit 1                PROPOSED CONSTITUTIONAL AMENDMENT ON PROPERTY
In 2009 the Cumberland Presbyterian Church in America amended the Constitution to adopt
the same statements on property used by the Cumberland Presbyterian Church. Prior to 2009, the two denominations had different statements on property. The Joint Committee on Amendments prepared the amendment for the Cumberland Presbyterian Church in America. 

Section 3.30 reads, “This section is declaratory of principles to which the Cumberland Presbyterian Church/Cumberland Presbyterian Church in America and their antecedent church bodies have adhered from the inception of the Presbyterian form of church government. 
Sections 3.32, 3.33 and 3.34 need to be amended to add Cumberland Presbyterian Church in America in several portions.  This item was referred by the 180th General Assembly to the Permanent Committee on Judiciary and the Joint Committee on Amendments to prepare the proper Constitutional Amendments to present to the 181st General Assembly of the Cumberland Presbyterian Church.

3.32a The Cumberland Presbyterian Church is a connectional church and all lower judicatories of the church to-wit: synod, presbytery, and the particular churches are parts of that body and therefore all property held by or for a particular church, a presbytery, a synod, the General Assembly, or the Cumberland Presbyterian Church, whether legal title is lodged in a corporation, a trustee or trustees, or an unincorporated association, and whether the property is used in programs of the particular church or of a more inclusive judicatory or retained for the production of income, and whether or not the deed to the property so states, is held in trust nevertheless for the use and benefit of the Cumberland Presbyterian Church.

3.32b The Cumberland Presbyterian Church in America is a connectional church and all lower
judicatories of the church to-wit: synod, presbytery, and the particular churches are parts of that body and therefore all property held by or for a particular church, a presbytery, a synod, the General Assembly, or the Cumberland Presbyterian Church in America, whether legal title is lodged in a corporation, a trustee or trustees, or an unincorporated association, and whether the property is used in programs of the particular church or of a more inclusive judicatory or retained for the production of income, and whether or not the deed to the property so states, is held in trust nevertheless for the use and benefit of the Cumberland Presbyterian Church in America.

3.33 Whenever property of, or held for, a particular church ceases to be used by the church, as a particular church of the Cumberland Presbyterian Church/Cumberland Presbyterian Church in America in accordance with this Constitution, such property shall be held, used, applied, transferred or sold as provided by the presbytery in which that particular church is located.

3.34 Whenever a particular church is formally dissolved by the presbytery, or has become extinct by reason of dispersal of its members, the abandonment of its work, or other cause, such property as it may have shall be held, used, and applied for such uses, purposes, and trusts as the presbytery in which said particular church is located may direct, limit, and appoint, or such property may be sold or disposed of as the presbytery may direct, in conformity with this Constitution.
